(12) The document shall be titled with one of the following terms. For purposes of
subsection (b), “Auto” may be substituted for “Automobile” and “ID” may be substituted
for “Identification”. No other words may be abbreviated.

(13) The following statements:

(A) “Evidence of financial responsibility shall at all times be carried in the
vehicle.”

(B) “Insurance information has already been submitted directly to the DMV
electronically, submit this document to DMV only if specifically requested by

DMV.”

The
document may be issued as a removable stub of a larger document.
